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When the LSCSRT voted in their March meeting to begin issuing the “True 
Texian” awards, the goal was to honor individuals and/or companies that 
had gone “above and beyond” for the cause of Texas.   Man, did we hit it 
with the first two recipients! 

The first ever Recipient was Richard Seeger from Montgomery.  Dick has 
spent a very large portion of his life in Texas working for many different 
charity causes.  As a Charter Member of the East Texas Detachment of the 
Marine Corp League he has served as Commandant and was designated 
as Marine of the Year three times (2001, 2002-and in 2003).  He organized 
Toys for Tots and set a goal of collecting 9,000 toys for Christmas gifts to 
the underprivileged. For the past 14 years he headed up the Marine Corp 
League’s “Adopt-a-Highway Program” where the Marines pick-up trash 
along their adopted one mile highway right-of-way.  In November of1998 
when the devastation created by the Hurricane Mitch hit Honduras, Dick 
headed up the Marine Corps Leagues effort (with the massive assistance 
of Don Van Orden). Dick organized and�conducted collection of relief items 
for two weeks collecting 100 tons which filled three 18 wheeler trucks that 
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The LSCSRT attended the Texas Navy Day celebration in Austin on 
September 15, 2007.  This event was sponsored by the Main SRT 
(www.srttexas.org) and the Texas Navy Association (www.texasnavy.com). 
 

Along with the Daughters, we honored three Texas Navy Sailors who were 
buried in the Texas State Cemetery after the Sons had them relocated in 
the 1950’s.  More information can be found in the official newsletter of the 
SRT on the main website at www.srttexas.org.  
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“…and on the 8th day, 
God created Texas!” 
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Van Orden donated to the cause and hauled the relief items through 
Mexico on to Honduras. Additionally, Dick spent a great amount of his own 
money and time toward the memorial for Dr. Charles Stewart that the 
LCSSRT is currently working on with him (the Phase II of the Dr. Stewart 
project).  Dick is a remarkable human being and we should only be so lucky 
to have many of his type in Texas. 
 
The second recipient was Denton Florian.  Denton was the headline 
speaker for our meeting and had no idea he was about to receive this 
award.  Denton has spent the last several years laboring to work towards 
the cause of Texas. Countless hours have been put into the documentary 
“Raven’s Journey” by Denton.  He has traveled the entire south over to 
trace the footsteps of Sam Houston.  He has interviewed many prominent 
Texans and Americans for their thoughts and opinions on General Houston.  
Watch for the documentary soon!  It is in final editing now and� ������� �

Remember, nomination alone does not automatically mean the person will 
be accepted and the LSCSRT will only allow five (5) of these awards each 
year.

County, there are items including (but certainly not limited to) constitutional amendments.  In specific, 
Proposition 4 is a statewide amendment that will provide funds for state maintenance.  One of the issues 
within the maintenance is the repair and restoration of the Battleship Texas and other funds for the Texas 
Department of Parks and wildlife.
